New saplings are planted and the damaged/rotten plants are replaced with fresh healthy ones to keep the campus and surroundings green. Botanical garden situated in the College campus. Around 150 Herbal Plants are planted in this garden. Among these plants many are used by Sanskrit Departments for Add-on-Course: ‘Pharmaceutical Chemistry based on Ayurveda’ from which they made Dhanvantri Dant Manjan and Herbal Tea.
